> A research report is a systematic, clear and orderly presentation of
research work in written form.

> A research report is a research document that covers the basic
aspects of a research topic.

> A research report contains relevant information about the research
work done. It can be hand written, typed or computerized.

» Research report is a medium of communication with stakeholders of
research work. This is a good resource to save research work for
future reference.

» The purpose of a research report is to convey the complete results of
the study to the interested parties in sufficient detail and to
determine the validity of the findings themselves.

> A case-by-case, detailed account of how the research was conducted
at various stages from problem background to presentation of
findings, the intended document is the research report.




Research Paper
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(A research paper is a common form of academic writing.

Research papers require students and academics to locate
information about a topic (that is, to conduct research), take a
stand on that topic, and provide support (or evidence) for that

position in an organized report.)
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(The term research paper may also refer to a scholarly article
that contains the results of original research or an evaluation of
research conducted by others. Most scholarly articles must
undergo a process of peer review before they can be accepted

for publication in an academic journal.)
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
