A literature review is a comprehensive summary of previous research on\
topic.

The literature review surveys scholarly articles, books, and other sources
relevant to a particular area of research. The review contains enumerate,
describe, summarize, objectively evaluate and clarify this previous
research.

A literature review is a piece of academic writing demonstrating
knowledge and understanding of the academic literature on a specific
topic placed in context.

A literature review also includes a critical evaluation of the material; this is
why it is called a literature review rather than a literature report.

The literature review is an important process that helps researchers to
develop a better understanding of their topic and the existing body of
knowledge on it.

It also helps them to identify potential problems and issues that may need
to be addressed in their research study. Therefore, it is something that
should not be taken lightly and should be given the attention that it
deserves.

It highlights both the strengths and weaknesses of existing research.

It Provides a detailed picture of previous research, limitation, and future
interventions with respect to the topic of interest
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
